The kitchen and butler’s pantry were fully remodeled in January 2026 and feature 
new stainless steel appliances, a smart slide-in double oven with built-in air fryer and 
oven probe, and a two-zone wine refrigerator. 

The home includes a 10kW fully-owned solar panel array, high-efficiency natural gas 
boiler, two-zone central air, and custom storm windows and doors designed to preserve 
the original French casement windows while improving sound and temperature 
insulation.
